#CuteWinterBoots-Negative Perspective

Source 1: Youtube

● Themes:

- Generally monotone feedback from the opposing party. 
- Understands the etymology; notices the word is tied to political activism.
- Shows a genuine disregard for targets of humanitarian injustice 
- Attempts to downplay/undermine the activism of the “liberals”

● Description: The goal of the video is to demoralize the efforts of the opposing party. Tactics often involve insubstantial and baseless attacks on the validity of democratic activism. 

Source 2: TikTok

● Themes:

- Known by TikTok to be a codeword for political activism.
- Many of the opposing party display a snarky attitude. 
- Often display signs of unsolicited and unprovoked anger targeted towards individuals utilizing the term to spread awareness. 

Description: Over, the negative perspective highlights the aggressive and retaliatory nature of the republican/maga people(s); often display little to no emotional regard for sensitive topics 
regarding illegal infringements on humanitarian  rights. 



Conclusions 
● Shows no base evidence to support most xenophobic and hypocritical 

viewpoints e.g. (immigrants are all criminals; Have no right to due process, etc.)

● Generally display little to no empathy for violations against human rights and 

the maltreatment of potential U.S. citizens.
